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Overlooking the Thames Barrier and Barrier Park, this
award-winning development designed by Goddard Manton
Architects was one of the first residential redevelopment
schemes within the Royal Docks transforming an ex-industrial
wasteland into a striking modern landmark.

The development provides 252 apartments in a series of
terraced linked-blocks culminating in an 18-storey tower
adjacent to the River Thames.    
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Barratt worked closely with English Partnerships to
refurbish this former nursing accommodation into 53
new apartments. The building was fully renovated with
additional architectural features to blend with the
historic neighbourhood.

The land value achieved here was reinvested so that
Barratt could provide 70 new homes for first time buyers
on other schemes in more affordable parts of London.
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The scheme provides 437 one and two bedroom apartments
including affordable housing, which plays an important role in
the creation of new and sustainable communities and the
ongoing regeneration of the Leamouth area of the Docklands.

Elektron transformed an old industrial site with newly
landscaped open spaced for use by residents, two health and
fitness suites, plus commercial space.  This is the final phase
of the Virginia Quay development adjoining the River Thames
providing 1,300 new homes.
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A ground-breaking scheme developed in partnership with
ACME Studios.  The Galleria delivered 149 apartments
incorporating open market and affordable homes as well
as 47 artists’ studios providing affordable workspace.

The elegant 10-storey building is sited on an old printing
works. Barratt not only replaced brownfield dereliction
with 149 quality residential units but also demonstrated a
willingness to innovate in delivering artists’ workspaces.
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
